A Better Future for Dan: "Every time | come to OAR | always
breathe easier and feel so good...."

After being released from jail "Dan” called OAR of Fairfax County to say he was in need
of shelter--he had been walking around with no place to go. By the next morning OAR
secured a shelter placement for Dan. Later he was helped with hygiene items,
identification, transportation, clothing, medical and employment needs.

"I have never even received a hello or even a handshake before" Dan said. At OAR it
was different. "Every time | come to OAR | always breathe easier and feel so good," he
explained. "Thank you guys so much for everything, | know I'm going to be a success
story for you all." Dan continued to keep appointments and follow through with tasks to
help him build a better future.

A New Life for Paula: "She walked in with a smile on her face...
proud of her accomplishments...."

When "Paula" arrived at OAR of Fairfax County, she also had just been released from
jail. She had nowhere to stay, no clothes or food, or transportation. Completely
overwhelmed, she broke into tears but despite everything she did not want to give up
hope. OAR offered her a helping hand by first meeting her most critical needs, then after
gaining employment she began renting a room. When she came back to OAR, she
walked in with a smile on her face, proud of her accomplishments thus far. Three
months later, Paula still had her job, was living at the same place, saving money,

and starting her life again.

Sam Stays Straight and Helps Others: "...he expressed his
appreciation for OAR's help and the inspiration to stay straight."

"Sam" had a long history of substance abuse. After his release, he came to OAR for
help. Sam had gotten a full-time job but needed two pairs of painter's pants. OAR
provided Sam with money to buy the clothing. Later, Sam moved on to another
construction job as a lead carpenter and was promoted to site foreman on a salary.
When Sam returned to OAR, he expressed his appreciation for OAR's help and the
inspiration to stay straight. Now, he wanted to "return the favor." His promotion meant
he could hire employees and he offered to help OAR clients needing work.
